Travel Plan

We will meet at PUMC at 7:00 AM Saturday February 6th.  Travel will be by private vehicle to Camp on the West side of Highway 72.  There will be a roll call and vehicle checkout at the church and again on arrival.  We will be pulling the small which will be packed on Friday February 5th.  As always, Scouts and Adult Leaders will travel in Class A Uniforms to and from the event.

The actual drive time is estimated at 2:00 – 2:15, depending on traffic.
Getting There

We will meet at PUMC at 16:00 on Friday.  Travel by private vehicle to Tahosa.  There will be a roll call and vehicle checkout at the church.  Cars will be checked in at the parking area and a final roll call will be made at camp before dark. We will be pulling the large and small troop trailers.  As always, Scouts and Adult Leaders will travel in Class A Uniforms to and from the event.

The actual drive time during the pre-trip was 2:00 hours, including a 15 minute rest stop.
The Troop preferred route will be along the E-470 Tollway N to I-25, through Longmont and Lyons. However, traveling Saturday morning will allow us to travel on I-25 without the heavy traffic of a Friday afternoon.  All drivers should be prepared for the tolls along the way. The troop will reimburse any tolls that are turned in for reimbursement.

Rest stops: There is really only one decent truck stop along the route that is easily accessible. It is located at the Jct of I-25 N and Hwy 119 at exit 240 in Longmont. Otherwise, there are no trailer-accessible gas stations on the route. There are two gas stations as you enter Lyons, but neither is trailer-accessible. It will be important for all to use the restrooms at the church before leaving, and for drivers to check with their passengers for a needed stop as they exit E-470 onto I-25 N. 

Driver caution: I made the recon trip on a Saturday morning. Both Hwy 7 and Hwy 72 had a lot of bicyclists using the shoulder and an occasional pelleton using much of the lane. I expect this to be the case on Sunday for our return trip. These are 2-lane, undivided highways, so special care should be used in passing these cyclists. 

We will pack up and leave camp Sunday morning at approximately 10:00 with an expected return to the church between 12:00 and 13:00.  There will be a roll call and car checkout at the parking area.  Scouts will need to be checked out at the church before leaving.

Return Trip 
We will pack up and leave camp Sunday morning at approximately 10:00 am. We should arrive back at the church around 12:00 pm.  There will be a roll call and car checkout at the parking area.  Scouts will need to be checked out at the church before leaving.

Emergency Plan

Tahosa High Adventure Camp is located about 30 miles west of Boulder.

In event of emergency, the course of action will be dictated by the geographical location it occurs at.

· Driving between Parker and Tahosa within cell phone coverage, call 911 and follow their directions.

· While at Tahosa campground we may use the camp phone to call 911 located at the camp office. If not available, return to the first area of cell phone coverage to contact 911: Verizon reports coverage at Ward; Cingular reports coverage at Nederland; Sprint reports coverage at Riverside a few miles up highway 72 from Lyons; and T-Mobile reports coverage at Lyons.  

Radios will be issued to key adult leaders, acting SPL, and group scout leaders.  

In the event an evacuation becomes necessary, there are two possible vehicle exit routes: 

· South on Highway 72 to Nederland, then South on Highway 119 to Golden or East on Highway 119 (Canyon Blvd) to Boulder.

· North on Highway 72 to the “T” at the Jct at Highway 7, then East on Highway 7 through Lyons. Continue East on Highway 66 through Longmont to I-25. 

PUMC will be the rendezvous point for all, unless an alternate site is designated by the Camp Host on Evacuation Orders. Roll call will be taken to ensure the safe return of all boys.

Tahosa Camp Policies

Youth Protection Training: All adult participants from each visiting troop or crew are required to have current Youth Protection Training. Please bring valid Youth Protection Training card with you on arrival. Youth protection training can be completed online through the Pikes Peak Council website at the following address - www.pikespeakbsa.org
Sleeping arrangements: Youth and adults must sleep in separate tents. A parent may share a tent with his/her son or daughter, but not with other youth. All youth must have at least one tent-mate for youth protection and safety reasons.

Language: Verbal abuse, discriminatory or derogatory remarks, and off-color conversation shall not be tolerated, either from youth or adults.

Tobacco: A “no smoking policy” is in place for all camp buildings. Smoking or the use of chewing tobacco in the presence of Scouts is prohibited.

Guns, ammunition, and archery equipment are to be left at home.
